The meeting was called to order by Mayor Mac Martin.

Ken Dill rendered the invocation.

Resolution #12-12-11 Seel
Lynne Chapman made the motion to adopt Resolution #12-12-11 Seel; seconded by Ken Dill.  The vote was unanimous.   Mr. Rob Seel was recognized as the Volunteer of the Year for the Town of Central for 2011.  Mayor Martin said Mr. Seel designed the new train logo.

Resolution #12-12-11 ABRERCROMBIE
Ken Dill made the motion to adopt Resolution #12-12-11 ABERCROMBIE; seconded by Paige Bowers.  The vote was unanimous. Susan Abercrombie was recognized as Recreation Volunteer of the Year for 2011.

Proclamation for Central Elementary School 2011-2012 Distinguished Title One School for State of South Carolina
[bookmark: _GoBack]Lynne Chapman made the motion to adopt the Proclamation for Central Elementary School 2011-2012 Distinguished Title One School for the State of South Carolina; seconded by Benji Cumbie.  The vote was unanimous.  Mayor Martin and Lynne Chapman presented the Proclamation to all the representatives of the school that were present.

Dilapidated Building (101 Eaton Street)
Mayor Martin asked if James Salley was present or a representative was present. He then asked Assistant Administrator Tom Cloer to check in the lobby to make sure he or his representative was in the lobby.  Tom Cloer returned and said he or a representative for James Salley was not present.

Mayor Martin said that they (The Council) had three things to determine.

1. Is the building unfit for human habitation?
Benji Cumbie read a letter given to him by a citizen asking Council to help clean up this location.

Mayor made the motion that the building located at 101 Eaton Street is unfit for human habitation; Paige Bowers seconded.  The vote was unanimous.

2. Should the building be repaired or demolished? 
Lynne Chapman made the motion that the building located at 101 Eaton Street should be demolished; seconded by Paige Bowers. Mayor Martin asked Phillip Mishoe to approach Council to give them the history of 101 Eaton Street.
Phillip Mishoe said that when he became Administrator that this property had already been an issue since 1998. In 2005-2006 it was salvageable but the neglect has caused the building to be beyond repair in our building inspectors’ opinion.  We had trouble locating Mr. Salley to serve him but we have served his attorney. Phillip Mishoe that said he discussed it with our attorney and the Mayor has instructed us to print it in the paper because we did not serve James Salley personally.  Phillip Mishoe said that whatever the final conclusion is tonight it would be posted in the paper  in accordance with our Ordinance #07-13-11 DEM.  Ken Dill asked if it was correct that he had been asked to appear thirteen times on various violations.  Phillip Mishoe said that was correct. Mayor Martin said the motion on the table was the consensus of the council to demolish house located at 101 Eaton Street.  The vote was unanimous.

3.  Give time limit accomplish repair or demolishing.
Ken Dill made motion that we establish ninety (90) days to accomplish repairs or demolish; seconded by Benji Cumbie. The vote was unanimous.  

4.  If the owner does not make repairs in the allotted time, can the town proceed?
The Chair then made a motion if the repairs or an effort to repairs are not done in the allotted time of (90) ninety days to proceed with the demolishing; seconded by Harry Holladay.  The vote was unanimous.  Phillip Mishoe then asked to verify if the was a representative for 101 Eaton Street.  There was no one.

Mayor Martin then told the Administrator was charged with proceed with the demolishing if James Salley does not comply,

Consideration of Ordinances, Policies, and Resolutions already in possession of Council

Second Reading of Ordinance #12-14-11 LOITERING
Benji Cumbie made the motion to adopt Ordinance # 12-12-11 LOITERING; seconded by Lynne Chapman.  The chair then asked Phillip Mishoe to explain what this Ordinance was for.  Phillip Mishoe asked Police Chief Kerry Avery to explain what this ordinance covered because it was a police issue.  Chief Kerry Avery said that it was mainly for lower end apartments located in Central.  We don’t have a lot of this going on but he felt we needed to get an ordinance in place before it became a bigger issue.  He said that individuals would gather in the parking lots and when police drive up the individuals would run.  This gives the police the right to go onto this property to investigate if there were illegal dealings going on.  Ken dill asked if this covered both drug dealing and pandering for sex.  Chief said that was correct.  The vote was unanimous. 


 Reports from the Administrator and Mayor:
1. Administrator
Phillip Mishoe gave council an update on the Daniel High School/R C Edwards.  They have completed the force main. They still need to tie in at the bridge to connect the force main.  We have all of the right of ways and they will start clearing from Daniel to Edwards. 

Phillip Mishoe reminded Council that the employee Christmas party would be December 15th seating at 6:30pm, dinner at 7:00pm.

1. Mayor
Mayor Martin said no one was present for the Blues- Fest Committee request so he suggested that it be moved to the work session unless someone wanted to make a motion. There was no one.

Mayor Martin said we would have a combo meeting on the second Monday in January starting at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Martin said that the Chief of Police, Kerry Avery has decided to run for Pickens County Sherriff. He asked Chief Kerry Avery to address Council on issues that might arise.

Kerry Avery thanked council for the position that he has right now. He said that it was a hard decision.  He said he has been able to do a lot of things. He has gotten to coach his boys, become a deacon at his church, and he said he was a Gideon now as well. Chief said he has spent the last couple of months praying and everything that he has seen is pushing him to run for the election of Sherriff of Pickens County.  He told council that he will not use any of the towns’ property for the campaign.  He said it was not fair or right and he would not do it.  Chief said he had his own personal cell phone and he has set up a separate checking account for the campaign and council is welcome to see it any time.

Mayor Martin made the motion to enter into executive session to discuss a potential legal situation with the ethics commission; seconded by Lynne Chapman, The vote was unanimous.
