 C.  Finance and Marketing – Lynne Chapman
Lynne Chapman discussed the financial report for the month.  Lynne Chapman asked Phillip Mishoe to discuss the General Fund. He said that funds would be coming in to correct this line item in the next couple of months from property taxes.  The water and sewer funds are in the black and the sanitation is in the red due to replacing a transmission in the sanitation truck and we had a big commercial sanitation account to cancel and that was going to make it hard to catch up in the sanitation fund. Paige Bowers asked if we figured out why the water usages were off. He said that we have figured out it was because of the different reading dates.  We would continue to read the big meters when we read ours and this should correct the accounting differences for the water usage.  Harry Holladay asked if Clemson would continue to read there meter as normal.  Phillip Mishoe said that they were and we would know if the usage from them has a big change. We have three people looking at the bill.
