REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

Present: Mayor Mac Martin; Council Members Paige Bowers, Joe Moss, Lynne Chapman, Ken Dill, Harrison R. Holladay, Jr. and Benji Cumbie; Finance Director Josh Addis; Fire Chief Ed Reynolds; Police Chief Kerry Avery; Assistant Administrator Tom Cloer; Public Works Director Dean Martin; Member of the press Monica Kreber, and Town Clerk Susan Brewer.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Mac Martin.
 
Joe Moss rendered the invocation.

Reading of Regular Council Meeting Minutes 01/14/13.
Benji Cumbie made the motion to adopt the regular council meeting minutes 01/14/13 as presented; seconded by Joe Moss.  The vote was unanimous.

Reading of Special Called Meeting Minutes 02/04/13
Benji Cumbie made the motion to adopt special called meeting minutes 02/04/13; seconded by Ken Dill.  The vote was unanimous.

Public Session
Kyle Merck of 118 Jessamine Drive approached the council to make a complaint against the police department. He said he had concerns with our police department.  He explained the first complaint was December 2010. He said they made two call ins and no one ever responded.  He said in August 2011 when he came home from work there was a police officer in his driveway talking to his wife.  He said he had to park across the road and by the time he got to where his wife was the officer was backing out of the driveway.  The officer was complaining about the German Shepard they own.  He said the police officer was rude to his wife and treated her like a criminal in front of his children.  He said the officer said the dog had been on Brock Street and they need to follow the leash laws for the dog.  Kyle Merck said he had the dog since it was 6 weeks old and wears a shock collar.  He said the officer said that when he was off duty he rode his moped by 118 Jessamine Drive and the dog chased him causing him to have to go into the ongoing traffic in the other lane.  Kyle Merck said he moved the shock collar line back to correct that issue.  Kyle Merck said he tried to call the Chief of Police every day for a solid week with no response.  He said he delivered a letter to the Clerk of Court for the Police Chief that in turn the Chief did not receive it.  Kyle Merck said he had talked with Phillip Mishoe and the Chief.  The Chief has now received the letter Kyle Merck delivered.  He makes another complaint that the same officer came to their house and blew the horn for his wife to come out of the house on January 5th and issues a ticket for a leash law violation.  Kyle Merck said when his court date came up he came to town hall and requested a jury trial.  He feels like instead of police protection he is being harassed and ask to get this problem resolved.

1. Streets and Public Safety – Joe Moss
Joe Moss said he had a great meeting with Mr. Brown about the road paving situation.  Joe Moss said we would be getting two roads paved free of charge.  He said that Dean Martin rode with them and he looked forward to working with him on other projects.

1. Finance and Marketing – Lynne Chapman
Lynne Chapman said the General Fund and Sanitation Fund were in the red.  
Water and Sewer Fund is in the black.  She asked Phillip Mishoe if he needed to elaborate on any issue with the financial report. Phillip Mishoe said the general fund will clear up on its own but the sanitation will not and it would have to be addressed during the budget process for next year.

1. Recreation – Ken Dill 
Ken Dill gave a brief report for the Recreation Department. 

1. Enterprise- Harry Holladay
Harry Holladay gave a brief report on water.  
      
1. Tourism and Economic Development – Benji Cumbie
Ken Paynter, President of the Railroad Festival approached the council with a formal request for sponsorship of $5000 from the hospitality fund.  Benji Cumbie made a motion to grant $5000 from the hospitality fund to the Railroad Festival; seconded by Ken Dill.  The vote was unanimous.

New Business
Phillip Mishoe presented the council with two options to fund a new sanitation truck.

Option 1
Adjust rates to cover the cost of the truck.  Estimated adjustment would be $1.68 per customer.  It would take 8 years to payoff truck.

Option 2
Purchase truck with reserve funds.  The auditor stated when he spoke at our council meeting that reserve funds were improving but we weren’t where we needed to be.  I think this purchase warrants use of reserve funds.  Currently, residential sanitation is running an operational deficit.  We already need to adjust rates to get it to cover costs.  I do not see increasing rates to cover the purchase of the truck and an increase to cover operations as a viable option.  I think we are in a wonderful position to have the option to pay for the truck up front.  This is the option I would recommend.

Harry Holladay made the motion to adopt option 2 to purchase the sanitation truck; seconded by Lynne Chapman.  Ken Dill said he would speak in favor of option 2. The vote was unanimous.

Introduction and consideration of New Ordinances, Policies, and Resolutions

Consideration of Ordinances, Policies, and Resolutions already in possession of Council
Second  Reading of Ordinance #02-11-13 FIRE AMENDMENT
Lynne Chapman made the motion to adopt on first reading Ordinance #02-11-13 FIRE AMENDMENT; seconded by Joe Moss. The vote was unanimous.


Reports from the Administrator and Mayor:
1. Administrator
Phillip Mishoe asked for the head count for the PCMA.

Phillip Mishoe gave an update on the SCADA system.  The meters will be installed the following day weather permitting. 

Phillip Mishoe said we were waiting on the punch list with West Utilities and the pump for the wet well at the Arbors.  This will complete the Daniel High School sewer project.

Phillip Mishoe discussed the parking on Bank Street.  The engineer estimated about $36,000. He said that this included a sidewalk but wasn’t really sure we need one because we have a sidewalk on the other side. This does not include any drainage issues. The cost for the sidewalk could possibly take care of the cost for the drainage issue we will have.  He said this is a starting point and should have more information by the next work session.
