1. Planning – Paige Bowers

Benji Cumbie reported that the Railroad Festival will be April 27th. He said everything is going well with all the planning.  Volunteers were needed for the event. 

Benji asked Beverley Cureton and Ann Sheriff to discuss the historical plaques. Ann Sheriff that April 25-27th is the family reunion of the upcountry families at SWU.  They usually have about 250 people to study genealogy.  Ann Sheriff explained how the historical society committee wants to research the town’s history and place a plaque on each building in Central with the information about it. The Central Historical Society asked for the Town of Central to donate $2000 from the hospitality fund to start the project. Mayor Martin made the motion to grant $2000 from hospitality to fund the plaques for the businesses in Central; seconded by Harry Holladay.  The vote was unanimous.
