REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

MONDAY, MARCH 12, 2012 – 7:00 PM

Present: Mayor Mac Martin; Council Members Joe Moss, Lynne Chapman, Paige Bowers, Kenneth D. Dill, Harrison R. Holladay, Jr., and Benji Cumbie; Administrator Phillip D. Mishoe; Assistant Administrator Tom Cloer; Fire Chief Ed Reynolds; Police Chief Kerry Avery; Finance Director Josh Addis; Executive Fire Officer Ben Smith; Member of the Press Vince Jackson; Bobby Ballentine, Sara Ballentine, Dawn King, Bryan Schaupp, Rob Reid, and Town Clerk Susan Brewer.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Mac Martin.

Ken Dill rendered the invocation.

Mayor Martin made a motion to add an item to the agenda; Joe Moss seconded.  The vote was unanimous to add funding for the Driving Range at SWU under the Mayor’s report.

Reading of Regular Council Meeting Minutes 02/13/2012.
Benji Cumbie made the motion to adopt the minutes 02/13/2012 as presented; seconded by Lynne Chapman. The vote was unanimous.

Public Session
Tom Cloer spoke briefly to the council introducing Rob Reid and Bryan Schaupp. They are the individuals that are working on the disc golf course.  Tom Cloer said that they (Recreation Department) were working with them as much as they could to get this project completed.  At this time he said Rob Reid was going to present the council with what they had been working on. He said he had been working with Bryan Schaupp and the Recreation department to get funding and ideas to get the disc golf course going.  He presented a design of a sign to incorporate the railroad theme to make this a competitive course.  He said they were on standby and ready to go with whatever name that is decided, he was ready to go with it. Bryan Schaupp said they wanted something that would be memorable.  He presented how the sign would be made. They are incorporating a way to allow businesses to offer advertising along with the sign name.  

Willie Gaines 112 Woodside Lane, Spring Forest Drive approached council and asked what the property was zoned in this neighborhood.  He said that people are leaving and the houses are becoming rental property and it was making a mess.  Also he asked if there was anything that could be done to the dip in the road on highway 93.  He said it was messing up vehicles. Mayor Martin said he would ask the administrator to get a letter to the highway department to see if they can do something to fix the road.

Phillip Mishoe asked the town clerk how many people can live in a home.  Chief Avery was asked if he knew what the zoning was for the number of individuals that can live in a house.  Phillip Mishoe advised Willie Gaines to contact Chief Kerry Avery tomorrow to let him know which houses that he was concerned about and he would make sure they were in compliance with the ordinance.

Mr. Mishoe reported there were none.

A. Planning – Paige Bowers
Paige Bowers said she had nothing to report on the planning commission but she would like to get permission from the council to have a Beatify Central Day on Earth Day. She wants to contact the girl scouts, boy scouts, and churches.

	B.  Streets and Public Safety – Joe Moss
Joe Moss made a motion to adopt Peace Officers Memorial Day Proclamation; seconded by Ken Dill.  The vote was unanimous.  All flags have been directed to be flown half-staff on all town buildings on May 15th in remembrance of Peace Officers’.

Mayor Martin made the motion to instruct the Administrator to proceed with the fire station site study; seconded by Lynne Chapman.  The vote was unanimous. 

            C.  Finance and Marketing – Lynne Chapman
Lynne Chapman asked Phillip Mishoe to address the council on the monthly financial report. Phillip Mishoe said that the General Fund was in the black.  Phillip Mishoe advised the council that the water and sewer numbers were in the black. The sanitation department fund will have to be addressed during the budget this year. He said that we have lost several large commercial accounts.  Phillip Mishoe said that we would have to make some decisions about commercial sanitation.  

	D.   Recreation – Ken Dill 
Ken Dill made a motion to grant the request $5000 from the hospitality fund to finish the bridges and install T boxes for the disc golf course; seconded by Lynne Chapman. The vote was unanimous.

Benji Cumbie said there was nothing new but he asked for volunteers for the railroad festival.  He also reminded everyone of the “Nothing but the Blues” Festival.

Lynne Chapman made the motion to adopt Resolution #03-12-12 SAFE; seconded by Joe Moss.  The vote was unanimous.

Lynne Chapman made the motion to adopt Proclamation for Cities and Towns to adopt the Municipal Association Legislative Agenda for 2012; seconded by Benji Cumbie. The vote was unanimous.

Ordinance #03-12-12 FILING
Benji Cumbie made the motion to adopt on second reading of Ordinance #03-12-12 FILING; seconded by Harry Holladay.  The vote was unanimous. 

Reports from the Administrator and Mayor:
1. Administrator
Phillip Mishoe gave council an update on the Daniel High School/R C Edwards sewer project.  He said majority of clearing between Edwards and Daniel and should be started laying sewer lines soon.

Phillip Mishoe said that he is still working on the change orders for Watkins Street. Should be seeing some work starting soon.

Phillip Mishoe said that we had finished up on the RD Grant and should  know something hopefully by the April meeting but if not no later than May.

Phillip Mishoe said the Council Retreat will be March 5th at 6:00pm

Phillip Mishoe asked for a count for the PCMA on March 26th at 7:00pn at Six Mile.

Phillip Mishoe said he apologized for not having the hospitality budget.  He presented them with the recurring expenses. Mayor said maybe we can look at using some of the excess funds to pay extra on the rec land.

1. Mayor
Mayor Martin made the motion to go with naming the disc golf course Grand Central Station DGC; seconded by Lynne Chapman.  The vote was unanimous.

Mayor Martin said there was an AG Zoning Proposal that was being sent to Planning Commission.

Mayor Martin asked the town clerk to approach the bench and verify the amount he was paying for business license was correct with the gross receipts from his taxes.

Mayor Martin made a motion to contribute $20,000 from the hospitality fund to SWU for the driving range; seconded by Lynne Chapman.  Harry Holladay asked how much did they need.  Phillip Mishoe said $62,000. They have to get some grading work done and dirt brought in that was about $250,000.  The majority of that has been donated. The vote was unanimous.
