1. Mayor
Mayor Martin reported that we were finishing up with the right of ways for the sewer project on the north side.  We are issuing the Reid family certificates for sewer tap and water tap for their inconvenience while the construction is going on.   We will issue two certificates to Jess Reid, Greg Reid, and Tommy Reid.  It will be the responsibility of each recipient to present the original certificate at the time of redemption. This certificate does not include the impact fees.  The impact fees will be due when the certificate is redeemed for the sewer tap and the water tap.
